1. RESOLUTION PASSED BY LEEDS CITY COUNCIL,
30thJULY, 1980
This City Council. with its responsibility for thc rvelfare of a largc urb;rn
popularion ofthrcc quarters of a tnillion pcople, is gravely con.crned about dle
potential threat especially to largc cities such as Leeds against the background of
more nuclear weapons and the worsening of intcrnatior, al relations.

(") to contact orhcr large urban authorities to discuss all possible joint
initiatives.

(b) to seck thc support ofthe A.M.A. on this issue at lhe carlicst opporunity.
(.) to cxamine all its civic. cducational, industrial arrd othcr international Iinks

with a view to rcducing world tension and getting rid ofnuclear arms.
(d) to set up a working Comrnitcc ofCouncillors to look ar all othcr possible

initiatives.

2. POLICY DECIDED BY LEEDS CITY COUNCIL,24th
JUNE, 1981

(r) Th;rt Lceds City Council opposcs any attempt to site, nranufacturc, or
transport any nLrclear wcapons, or sysLems relating fo thc operJtion.
constmctioll or nrrrrulacture of such wcapons or parts thc'reof wirhirr thc
Rcgion of Yorkshire and Humbcrsidc.

(b) That Leeds City Council opposes the sirirrg, manLliacturing, or transporting
of any nuclear weapons, or systcnls rclating to the opera(ion, consrruction
or manufacture of such weapons or parts thereof within rhe Region of
Yorkshirc and Hunberside.

(c) Thirt thc irlhrbitarlts ofLecds should bc:rcicqurtely irrfornred ofthe narurc
and risks ofa nuclear attack and should bc fully rware ofthe measures that
have been takcn to hclp thc'm in such an emergcrrcy and thc probable resuks
ofsuch mcasurcs.

Gf) 'fhat the Council calls upon the Government ro give prioriry in rhe
allocation of funds for Homc Defence and/or Emcrgcncy Planning to
initiativcs lor the prevention ofa nuclear war and to peace-time emerllency
plannirrg.

(") That a Spccial Commitee of the City Council bc sct up to implemenr the
rcsolution ofthe City Council of30thJuly, 1980 to ilrclude representrrivcs
of Housing, Plrrrnirrg, Educatiorr, Social Serviccs, Environmcntal Health
Committccs wirh power !o co-opt.

(Q That this resolu!ion bc scnt to rhe Prime Miniscer, rhe Presidents ofthe USA
ard rhc USSR, Leeds MP's, rhe EMP for Lccds, West Yorkshire
Mctropolitan County Council, the AMA and thc Local Authorities ofLeeds
twin towns, with the promise offull supporr for all thosc *,ho are willirrg to
co-operate with rhesc intiativcs for pcacc.
