TRANSTTION TO WAR PROCEDURES

153 Royal Observer Corps Transition to War procedures lay down the actions to be
taken progressively by the units of the Royal Observer Corps in the event of a
War Emergency. The Royal Observer Corps is an integral part of the United Kingdom
Warning and Monitoring Organisation and these procedures are compatible with the
United Kingdom Warning and Monitoring Organisation Transition to War Procedures.

2, All personnel in the Royal Observer Corps are to know and understand the
actions they are to take in the event of a War Emergency. To ensure this, the ‘
Group Commandant of 24 Group Royal Observer Corps has produced the attached \
"TRANSTITTION TO WAR ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTION', (TTWAT).

3s TTWAT No 1/88 details the actions for Royal Observer Corps Senior Officers,
including additional Annexes for other Duties in the Group Control, and TTWAT No 2/88
states the actions for Sparetime personnel. The objective for these instructions is
to ensure the efficient transition from a peacetime footing to a readiness for War
or state of National Emergency for 24 Group Royal Observer Corps. It is the
responsiblity of every individual member of 24 Group to be briefed and fully aware
of his or her duties and responsibilities in achieving this objective.

4. The procedures and instructions contained in this document supersede all
previous instructions or orders, existing copies of which are to be returned to this
Headqguarters for destruction.
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
